Overview
 The National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 (the Act) created the HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME). The Act’s objectives include promoting partnerships between states, local governments, and nonprofit organizations. A “Community Housing Development Organization” (CHDO) is a specific kind of community based nonprofit housing organization defined by the HOME Final Rule (24 CFR Part 92). CHDOs have a distinct and special status within HOME. Each Participating Jurisdiction (PJ) must set-aside at least 15% of its total HOME award each year for specifically for projects that will be owned, developed, or sponsored by CHDOs. At a high level, the CHDO definition can be grouped into four key elements. To be recognized as a CHDO, an organization must be:
 • A legally incorporated tax-exempt nonprofit organization.
 • An independent organization free of undue control by for-profit or governmental entities.
 • Accountable to the low-income community it serves; and
 • Capable of undertaking the development of affordable housing. 
The evaluation of whether an organization can be designated as a CHDO always takes place in the context of awarding funds from the CHDO set-aside—that is in consideration of a housing project that is being or is likely to be funded. The Rule requires that a PJ certify that an organization meets the CHDO definition “each time it commits funds to the organization.” To facilitate the award of project funds to qualified organization the Louisiana Housing Corporation (LHC) has decided that it will perform an annual certification in June of each for non-profit organizations that are interested in being certified as a CHDO. To fully comply with the HOME regulations LHC will require that all applicants for CHDO set-aside funding complete a Certificate of No Change at any point they apply for funding during the certification year. This certificate will be the CHDO assertion that no change have occurred that would impact the CHDOs certification status.
The evaluation of an organization’s capacity, in particular, is closely connected to the organization’s role as an “owner,” “developer,” or “sponsor” of affordable housing. Those terms are carefully defined in the HOME regulation at §92.300(a)(2)-(6) and require that the CHDO be solely in charge of the project.
This application for CHDO Certification was developed to assist LHC in evaluating whether or not an organization can be certified as a CHDO. It, along with the Certificate of No Change are intended to accompany an application for project funding and, alone, does not provide all information the LHC will need to evaluate and underwrite the project itself.
Instructions
Prospective CHDOs should complete the Application Checklist and the CHDO Capacity Assessment of this application, print and sign the certifications, and provide all applicable required forms and attachments listed in the excel portion of the application. For any required attachment not being submitted, provide an explanation as to why the attachment is not applicable to your organization. The Certificate of No Change is only applicable to currently certified CHDOs that are seeking recertification at this time.
As explained again in the CHDO Designation Application Table (the excel portion of the application) Checklist tab, attachments should be highlighted by the prospective CHDO to mark key sections of core organizational documents (for example, highlighting where the Bylaws address limitations on the number of board members who are governmental officials or employees) to aid the LHC’s review.
The CHDO Designation Application Tables Checklist has additional information on what is required for each attachment. If there is any question about the tables or required other attachments the question should be sent to the HOME email address at HOME@lhc.la.gov .

Submission Format
Certifications and Affidavits
All certifications and affidavits must be printed and hand signed and notarized. They should then be scanned and given the attachment name indicated and sent to LHC with the rest of the application packet. The original should be maintained by the CHDO in their office files for at least five (5) years. This includes the Affidavit of Standards for Financial Management Systems (Attachment E), Certification of Low-Income Representation (Attachment O), Affidavit of Board Representation (Attachment O-2), Certificate of No Change (Attachment A-4, if necessary) and the Authorized Official Certification/Signature.
Application for CHDO Certification and CHDO Capacity Assessment
These documents located in the in the 2026 LHC CHDO Designation Application Word document can be completed in the document and electronically signed. Once completed the document can be included in the transmittal email under the name “2026 CHDO Designation Application”. If the applicant has any technical issues try to fill in the Application for CHDO Certification you may print the document and fill in the answer by hand and then scan the document for submission. Likewise with the CHDO Capacity Assessment you may use a different word processing application to answer the questions in the document and then convert the document to a PDF through printing or scanning and submit the PDF in the email document submission. If either one or both of these documents is converted to PDF for any reason be sure to name the resulting PDF the name of the document. You should only have one document per PDF.
CHDO Designation Application Tables
All tables in the Excel document CHDO Application Tables must be fill in. In every case where a signature is required in may be entered electronically. The entire excel document may be returned in the email document submission and the individual tabs do not have to be converted to PDF and renamed. Different tables may include a requirement that a related document be such as a resume be submitted. These document should be scanned and given the name indicated on the Checklist tab. If the document is not covered in the Checklist you should give it the name of the Tab followed by what the document is. Such as “Attachment O Board of Directors Resume of Director John Smith”.
Keep In Mind:
1. All PDF documents are to be given the name indicated in the application or on the Checklist.
2. Only one type of document per PDF.
3. Document completed within the Application or CHDO Application Tables, with the exception of Certifications and Affidavits, do not have to PDFed. 
4. All question should be sent to HOME@lhc.la.gov
5. The deadline date is firm. You should anticipate potential problems and begin the application process ASAP with a submission schedule before the deadline. Failure to meet the deadline for any reason will result in your application not being accepted or considered.
